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I. BAOXOROUKD

The funds drawn on by the Commission to make building loans available to

Community officials come from the.old ECSC Pension Fund*

1. ECSC Pension Fund 

A. Or^gin_and_dev£l£pment

The ECSC Pension Fund was set up on 1 July 1956 under the ECSC Staff 

Regulations drawn up by the Committee of Presidents on 28 January 1956 

(these remained in force until 31 Deoember 1961) and a general Community 

regulation.

This Pension Fund belonged to the ECSC, It was managed by the High 

Authority until the Merger Treaty oame into force and thereafter by 

the single Commission,

Ownership of the Fund was not affected by the new Staff Regulations which 

applied from 1 January 1962 to 4 March 1968 or by the Morger Treaty,

Article 24 of which, however, required the Counoil to prepare a oommon

set of Staff Regulations,

These were adopted by the Council on 29 February 1968 (Regulation No 259/68) 

and came into foroe on 5 March 1968. •

From that date officials' pensions became part of the budget. Contributions 

are now entered as  a revenue item in the general budget and payments as 

expenditure.

Article 83 of the new Staff Regulations includes the following special 

provisions:

"The employment of the funds for the former pension soheme referred to in 

Article 83(1) of the former Staff Regulations of the European Coal and 

Steel Community shall be deoided upon by the Council acting by a qualified 

majority on a proposal from the Commission after consulting the Staff 

Regulations Committee,"
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Aft«r consulting the S t a f f  Regulations Oommittee the Commission proposed

to the Council that part of .the funds ahould be ueed to make building
* ' . <

loanB available to Community officials.

On 2 March 1970 the Counoil took the following decision:

’•The sums entered in the ECSC balanoe eheet under '‘Pension Fund", now 

managed by the Commission, Bhall be used by the Commission as follows:

(a) up to 40$ shall be made available .as building loans to officials of 

the Communities as part of a housing policy;

(b) up to 60^, shall be used to oover retraining commitments under 

Article 56 of the ECSC Treaty and to grant loans at rednoed rates 

of interest for the purposes of the sooial and economic objectives 

of the ECSC Treaty in accordance with the terms of the financial 

operations provided for.therein."

B. Size_of EC^C__P£n_ai£n_P\ind

At 30 June 1968 the assets of the Pension Fund totalled 25 509 351 u.a.,

viz :

contributions from officials 6 540 872 u.a.

contributions from the institutions 18 3^4 022 u.a,

interest 604 457 u.a.

The P e n s io n  Fund was augmented by a c o n t r i b u t  ion of  7 000 0 0 0 - u . a .  be tween  1974 

and 1976 from t h e  new Member S t a t e s  unde r  P r o t o c o l  No 24 t o ' t h e  A c c e s s io n  T r e a t y ,  

and by a c o n t r i b u t i o n  o f  188 000 ECU in  1981 and 1962 from Greece .
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C. Lojtn£ by_EC80 iJl££_A^thority

Following a decision taken by the High Authority on 18 December 1963, part 

of the Pension Fund's assets were used to top up loans made to officials 

covered by the ECSC Staff Regulations, for'the construction, purchase or

conversion of a dwelling.
%

This decision allowed up tp IO56 of the Pension Fund's assets to be used 

for this purpose. The High Authority granted loans totalling 

2 541 970 u.a. to 225 officials at an interest rate of

2. New implementing provisions from 17 June 1971

Following the Council Decision of 2 March'1970 authorizing the Commission 

to uue 40,,u of the EC SC Pension Fund for loans to officials, the Commission, 

after consulting the Council, adopted implementing provisions.

The basic principle was that the funds should be "revolving", that is to 

say that loans should be made available not only from the initial sum 

(40$ of the Pension Fund) but also through the immediate redistribution 

of sums repaid monthly by borrowers (capital plus interest).

The interest rate was fixed at 4$» This can only be ohanged with the 

agreement of the Council on a proposal made by the Commission after consulting the Staff 

Regulations Committee; no such proposal has yet been put forward, and the Commission 

does not at the moment intend to present one.

The loans are guaranteed bys

death and invalidity insurance;

assignment of salary or retirement pension;

assignment of severance grant} '

prohibition of any mortgarge without.the Commission's prior written 

consent;

limitation of the finanoial commitment entered into by the borrower.
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The Commission undertook to grant a total of not laaa than Bfra ^0 000 000 

i n  lo a n s  each y e a r ,  and t h i s  commitment has a lw ays  been honoured .

Because a large number of loan applications oould not be satisfied in 1971 

uni 1972| the Commission decided to inorease the sooial emphasis of its 

landing policy by introducing priority criteria reflecting the financial 

situation arid family responsibilities of applicants.

Since then the Commission bas been able to grant a number of loane each 

year. The number of loans should be increasing in theory but in practice 

expansion is being Blowed down by the impaot of increases in the oost of 

living.

There is also a considerable disparity between the funds available and 

the  number of officials employed by the institutions, which ' means t h a t  i t  

i s  im p o s s ib le  t o  g r a n t  a l l  t h e  a p p l i c a t i o n s .

3 . This is why the Commission asked the Counoil again and again from 1973 

onwards to make funds available under the budget. The Council steadfastly 

refused.

In 1976, however, Parliament authorised the insertion of a one-̂ >ff 

appropriation of 1 000 000 u.a. in Chapter 14. Reoeipts (oapital 

repayments plus interest) were to be entered under Chapter 81 (Other 

revenue) and eo, unlike the E5CSQ Pension Fund assets, do not constitute 

a revolving fund.

Theee budgetary funde were ueed to the full in 1976, enabling 67 loans, 

totalling Bfro 4 9  999 994» to be granted.

Reoeipts (capital repayments plus interest) are entered in Chapter g l each 

year. The amount outstanding at 31 Dsoember 1<982· was Bfrs 36 108 234.

II. WORK 0? THE LOANS COMMITTEE

The Loane Committee was established by Commission decision on .19 May 1971 

and became operational when the implementing provisions adopted by the 

Commiaeion̂ came into foroe on 18 June 1971«

It is a fully representative body, half its members being appointed by 

the institutions and half by the various Staff Committees,

After a running-in period in 1971» it began to vet loan applications as 

these were submitted. This exeroise revealed that some of the implementing

provisions were open to interpretation.

The Legal Service was consulted and some provisions were amended to

facilitate their application.

before long the Committee became aware of the need to apply priority 

criteria reflecting the family responsibilitiee and financial situation 

of applicants.

Three systems for identifying applicants with the strongest sooial claims 

to assistance.were devised.

The latest, which has been operating einoe 197̂ » i® the most selective 

and takes into consideration!

(a) the location of the property to be financed ;

00 the applicant's age and family responsibilities;

00 the applicant's financial situation.

The Committee held four ordinary meetings in 1982 and. considered more than

350 applications.

1. New applications in 1982 totalled 167.

2 . During the year 121 loans, totalling Bfrs 123 616 000 were granted.

3. The obligation imposed by the Counoil to distribute a mininua of‘ 

Bfrs 50 000 000 a year was therefore reepeoted.

4 . On 31 Deoember 1982 227 applications were pending.
