EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

Protocol No 5 annexed to the Convention between the ACP States and
the EEC (Lomé II) provides that the products falling within sub-
heading No 22.09 ¢ I of the CCT (rum, arrack, tafia), originating

in the ACP States, shall bhe imported duty free into the Community.
These preferential arrangements are restricted to a quantity which
is to be fixed annually by the Community on the basis of the largest
quantities imported annually from the ACP States during the last

three years for whihc statistics are available, increased by certain
annual growth rates.

The preferential system in guestion should therefore be put into force
and a Community tariff guota should be opened for rum, arrack and
tafia originating in the ACP States. Because there has already been

o
taken ay ea;Lre until 30 June 1983 this tariff guota should be opened for the
period 1 July 1983 to 30 June 1984,

The quota volume to be taken into account on this basis for the period

1 July 1983 to 30 June 1984 should be 189 077 hectolitres of pure alcohot.

The administration of this tariff measure in the form of a Community
tariff guota has the aim of ensuring that

imports of the products in question do not exceed the global volume
fixed,

each Community importer has equal and continuous access tc .he said
guota,

the preferential rate is applied without interruption to all imports
in all the Member States, and

in particular, the preferential rate is applied uniformly and constan-
tly throughout the Community.

The facility for drawing supplementary quota-shares from the Community

reserve and the obligation to return unused quantities - two fundamental

rules in the context of Community measures - are capable of being run in
accordance with these principles.

For these reasons the provisions of the Regulation provide for the
splitting up of the quota volume into two parts, the first of which

will be allocated among the Member States as quota shares, with the
second forming a reserve.

The calculation of these shares is based on the imports of the products
in guestion from ACP States during the previous three years 1980, 1981

and 1982 and the economic outlook for the period in question, respec}{nﬁ,
however, the growth rates mentioned under point 1.

The annexed table shows in detail the amounts actually charged, against

the tariff quotas in guestion during the periods 1978/79, 1979/80, 1980/81
and 1981/82).

It is proposed that the draft for a Council Regulation described above
should be approved (see annex).

THE COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN
COMMUNITIES,

" Having regard to the Treaty establishing the European

Economic Community, and in particular Article 113
thereof,

Having regard to the propbsal from the Commission,

Whereas Protocol 5§ annexed to the second ACP-EEC
Convention, signed at Lomé on 31 October 1979(1),
provides that products originating in the ACP States
which fall within subheading 2209 C 1 of the
Common Customs Tanff shall, until the entry into
force of a common organization of the market in
. spirits, be allowed into the Community free of
customns duties under conditions such as to permit the
development of traditional trade flows between the
ACP States and the Community and between the
Member States; whereas the Community shall fix
each year the quantities which may be imported free
of customs duties on the basis of the largest quantities
imported annually from the ACP States into the
Glémmunity in the past three years for which statistics
are available, increased by an annual growth rate of
40 % on the market of the United Kingdom and
" 18 % on the other markets of the Community ;

Whereas, having regard to the levels reached by
imports of the products concerned into the Commu-
nity and the Member States during the past three
years for which statistics are available, the size of the
tariff quota for the period 1 July 1983 to 30 June

. 1984 should be fixed at189077 hectolitres of pure.
alcohol ; ‘

Whercas, in order to take into account import trends
for the products concerned in the varicus Maomber
States, the quotg volume should be divided into two
instalments, tic first being shared among the Mermber
States and the second constiuting a reserve to cover
a1 a later date the requirements of Mcmber States
which have used up their niial quowa shares;
whercas, in order to ive importers in each Member
State a ceriain degiec ~f security, the first instalment
of the Community quota should, under the present
circumstances, be fixed at9(Q % of the quota volume;

Whereas the Member States’ initial shares may be
used up at different times; whereas, in order o take
this fact into account and avoid any break in
continuity, any Member State which has almost used
up its initial share must draw an additional share from
the reserve; whereas this must be done by each
Member State as and when each of s additional
shares is almost entircly used up, and repeated as
many times as the reserve allows; whereas the initial
and additional shares must be valid until the end of
the quota period; whereas * this method of
administration requires close cooperation between the
Member States and—the Commission, and the
Commission must be in 'a position to monitor the
extent to which the quota volume has been used up
and inform the Member States thereof;

Whereas if, at a given date in the quota period, a
considerable quantity is left over in any Member
State, it is essential that that Member State should’
return a significant’ proportion to the reserve to
prevent a ‘part of the Community quota from
remaining unused'in one Member State when it could
be used in others;

Whereas, since the Kingdom of Belgium, the
Kingdom of the Netherlands and the Grand Duchy
of Luxembourg arc united within and jointly
represented by the Benelux Economic Union, any
operation relating to the administration of the quota
shares allocated to that eccnomic union may be
carried out by any pne of its members,

HAS ADOPTED THIS REGULATION :

Article 1

1.From 1 July 1983t 30 June 1984 rum, arrack and
tafia falling within subheading 2209 C I of the
Common Customs Tariff and originating in the ACP
States, shall be imported duty free into the Commu-
nity within the limits of a Community tariff
quota of 189077 hectolitres of pure alcohol.

as indicated in article 2
2.‘Within the limit of its share, /the Hellenic
Republic shall apply customs duties calculated in
accordance with the relevant provisions of the 1979
Act of Accession and of Regulation (EEC) No
439/81 () .

Article 2

1. The Community tariff ‘quota referred to in
. Article 1 shall be divided into two instalments.

-hectolitres shall be shared among the Member States;

2. If, aftcr' its iniual share has been used up, 90 %
or more of the second share drawn by a Member
State has been used up, that Member State shall, in
accordance with the conditions laid down in
oaragraph 1, draw a third sharc equal to 5 % of its
iniual share, rounded up where necessary to the next
uait.

3. If, after its sceond share has been used up, 90 %
or more of the third share drawn by a Member State
"has been used up, that Member State shall, in
accordance with the same conditions, draw a fourth
share equal to the third.

This process shall continue until the reserve is used
up.

4. By way of derogation from paragraphs 1, 2 and
3, a Member State may draw shares smaller than
those fixed in those paragraphs if there is reason 1o
believe that they might not be used up. It shall inform

Additional shares drawn pursuant o Article 3 shall be

Article 5

The Member States shall rewurn to the reserve, not
later than 1 April 198 &4 the unused portion of their
initial share which, on 1§ March 198 4 js in excess of
20 % of the initial volume. They may return a larger
quantity if there are grounds for believing that this
quantity may not be used.

The Member States shall, not later than 1 April 1984,
notify the Commission of the total quantities of the
said goods imported. up to 15 March 1984 inclusive
and charged against the Community quota, and of

any quantities of the initial shares returned to the
reserve. ’
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Article 6

The Commission shall keep an account of the shares
opened by the: Member States pursuant to Articles 2
and 3 and shall] as soon as it has been notified, inform
each State of the extent to which the reserve has been
used up.

It shall inform the Member States, not later than
5 April 198 &4 of the amount in the reserve after
quantities have been returned pursuant to Article 5.

The Commission shall ensure that the drawing which
uses up the reserve is limited to the balance available
and to this end shall specify the amount thereof 1o the
Member State which miakes the last drawing.

Article 7

1.  The Member States shall take all measures
necessary to ensure that addidonal shares drawn
pursuant to Article 3, are opened in such a way that
imports may be charged without interruption against
their accumulated shares of the Community quoia.

2.  The Member States shall ensure that importers
of the said products have
free access to the shares allocated to them.

3.  The extent to which a Member State has used
up its share shall be determined on the basis of the
imports of thé goods in question entered with the
customs authorities for free circulation.

Artfcle 8

1. Member States shall inform the Commission

each month of imports actually charged against the
tariff quota.

2. The Commission shall regularly inform the
Member States of the extent to which the tariff quota
has been used up.

3. Where necessary, consultations may be held.a[

the request of a Member State or on the initiative of
the Commission.

Article 9

The Mgk/nbcr' States and the Commission shall

cooperate closely in order to ensure that this Regu-
lation is complied with.



Article 10

_Council Regulation (EEC) No 1470/80 of 9 June 1980
on the safeguard measures provided for in the second
ACP-EEC Convention (!) shall apply in respect of the
praducts covered by this Regulation.

Article 11

This Regx{/lntion shall enter into force on 1 July 1983,
