In response to requests froin the Swiss and Austrian authorities , the tariff
quotas in question have been open since 1 July 1970 and cover the period
from 1 July in each year to 30 June in the following year . These quotas
were last opened by Regulations ( EEC ) Nos . 1482 /79 and 1483 /79 of 16 July

However, amounts for which import certificates have
been issued but not used shall not be returned to the
reserve.

The Member States shall , not later than "J March sl
1 981 , notify the Commission of the total-imports of
the animals in question effected up to 15 February 19?1
inclusive and charged against the tariff quota, the
amounts referred to in the second subparagraph and,
where appropriate, the proportion of their initial share ^
that they return to the. reserve .
